Third Grade Trip to Horicon Marsh  

O n September 29, Rossman 

third graders  took a 

field trip to Horicon 

Marsh  to study animal adapta-

tions, which is part of the science 

curriculum.

They 

learned that the marsh was once 

drained to grow crops such as po-

tatoes. Once the farmers learned 

that the produce that came from 

those fields did not have its usual 

flavor, they decided to restore 

the marsh to its original state.
