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The Wisconsin School Performance Report was created in 1991 with the passage of State Statute 
115.38.  It serves as the state’s annual public school report card, and represents the Department 
of Public Instruction’s most comprehensive resource for data on school performance and student 
achievement. 

Information for the School Performance Report comes from Wisconsin’s 426 public school 
districts and two state schools; private firms that administer assessments; and the Department of 
Public Instruction’s Annual report, Fall Staff Report and Curriculum Report. 
 
Beginning in the 1993-94 school year and annually thereafter, the State Superintendent has been 
required to identify those school districts that are low in performance standards on the 
examinations administered under State Statute 118.30. 
 
I am proud to report that the District has always met and continues to meet and exceed the state 
student performance requirements on examinations.  We continue to have high expectations for 
student success and we are proud to share our accomplishments with the community.
